Peula - GOD
Aim: 

To get the channichim to engage with the topic of God and to open up their minds to non-Jewish concepts of God. Which are valid? Which are acceptable? 

Trigger:  

The rating game. One side of the room is “For Shizzle” and the other side is “No”. The central question governing his part of the peulah is, “Is this a representation of God?”

One of the maddies holds up pictures each time in a place where the maddies and channies can see it. 

Body: 

The “Yes-No” game leads into a discussion on how the channichim perceive God to themselves. We do not need to take the discussion further at this point. 

Next the channichim go with each of the madrichim from before and explore how god is defined by the religion concerned. This should take about 10 minutes, after which we will have a report back to the group in the middle.

After the report backs we ask the question, “So, if there are so many conceptions of God that we can’t agree on, can we actually agree on anything? How about reaching consensus about what God isn’t?”

We now move to the interactive arts-‘n-crafts section of the peulah in which the channichim show, using clay, exactly what God IS for them. Quite hectic hey.

Sikkum: Discussion raising a couple of key points and questions such as

· Can I be Jewish and not believe in God?

· Is the role of God too big or too small in modern society?

· Is violence in the name of God justified? For example the crusades, the   

     September 11th attacks

· If there is no general agreement, how can we be arrogant enough to assume that we have the right answer?
