Pesach Theatre Sports

Aim: To teach the kids about Pesach.


To have FUUUN (
Trigger:
Maddies crazily bound around the room acting out the Pesach story; one narrator, many actors…This should be pretty short though – not endlessly long and drawn-out and boring…

Dress up is always fun…hehe…

We introduce the Theatre Sports vibe. 

Emphasize points for great performances and ruach.

Method:
Divide kids into 2 groups.

They have to think of a group name and a chant. Points for ruach. Yay!

For each game, each team sends up representatives to perform the task (dum dum dum). 

Points are awarded throughout for originality, ruach etc.

Props – Plagues

One member from each team is given a RANDOM object. Both contestants have to act out as many of the 10 plagues as possible using that object.

Plagues: 

Blood, frogs, lice, wild beasts, sickness, boils, hail, locusts, darkness, death of firstborn

Party Game – Characters from the Pesach Story

Two members from each team.

One host is chosen and the other three are given characters from the Pesach story – unknown to the host.

· Moses

· Miriam

· A sheep…etc

Hand Game – Matza Making

Two members from each team.

One person stands behind the other with his arms through the other’s “elbow holes” (what else must I call them? :p) The person in front has to describe how to make the best matza, while the person behind has to reach forward and, using the nifty ingredients we’ve set out, make some matza ;) Points for the messiest team.

Situation Themes – Crossing the Red Sea

Two members from each team.

They act out the crossing of the red sea…Pause! Do it in the style of…

· opera

· a western

· the discovery channel

· slow motion…etc

Song Writing – Seder Food

Whole team participation (
Write a song to “You’re Beautiful” by James Blunt, about the food on a seder plate.

Food on a seder plate: 

Roasted shankbone, hard-boiled egg, maror (bitter vegetable), karpas (greens), charoset (grated apple), matza

Drawing Game – Baby Moses

One member from each team.

Each person has to describe how baby Moses’ basket looked while he was floating down the Nile to a maddie who has never heard of a Moses, a basket, or water before. Eyeees…

Extra points for the most exasperated explanations given :p
