Grades 8-9 / 10-12: Israeli Music
Aim:
To expose channies to Israeli music.

To explain the Israeli society’s response to Israeli music. 

(Non-shabbat friendly peula)

Trigger:

Song game – as many song titles as possible with words ‘sun’, ‘love’, ‘world’. Politicised song eg. De La Rey. (10 mins)
Introduction:

Why is music a good reflection of culture and people? What do we know about Israeli music? How is it different from SA music? 

Method:

Play songs for channies while they read the lyrics. Discuss each song.

Each song takes about 10 mins.

To break up concentration etc maybe play a few fun ‘music’ games eg. 1. song word competition 2. orchestra different sounds 3. volume turner etc 4. humming relay  (20 mins)

1) Kids of 73 - Playing the song and asking the channies what feelings comes out of the song? what do they feel about it? listeninng to the song and going over the words 

2) Too many - the anger of the current generation of Israel that feels that it's all "too much" + discussion 

3) Cloudy Now - The story of Aviv Geffen and the "Moonlight generation" 

4) An Army Peugeot - The story of Ivri Lidder, and his lut. Colonel army officer partner. 

5) Peaceful Days and Our Path - War songs in Israel. How are they different from war songs in other countries? How did they change in the past few decades? 

6) Awake Arise - The changes in the songs of Aviv Geffen and the idea of Loving Israel, yet criticizing it etc. 

7) It's not over yet - The kidnapped soldiers and the idea of a daily "music memorial"
